	Level of writing
	The student has a great ability to write continuous writing as required, in various paragraphs, using imaginary and innovative pictures to express meaning; at the same time the student is able to  enrich the text by choosing vocally effective words to reveal feelings.
The student uses imaginary and innovative pictures to express meanings in accurate Fusha maintaining all or most of the writing rules, punctuation and connective words in sound organization with the arrangement of text in accordance with its features and the appropriate evidences. The student also understands the Key theme in variety of texts.    

	The student has a limited ability to write continuous writing (incomplete), and the text lacks one of the factors. The student may neglect one point, writes  with some spelling, grammar and writing mistakes   mixing classical and colloquial language without revealing feelings and possibly neglecting some or most of the evidences.  
	Student has a weak ability to write a text of only one paragraph, or can build up an introduction of texts, but has no sufficient ability to develop the subject or  link elements.
The student does not use the imaginary or innovative   pictures to enhance the meaning, writes incoherent sentences that do not show feelings. The student does not take into consideration the elements of organizing a text or its features, writes with lots of spelling and grammar mistakes using colloquial language and in improper sentences.

	Level of reading
	The student has a great ability to identify various meanings of words and can understand the relationships between these meanings and their significance. The student can identify the writer’s intention accurately exploring the alternative explanations,
understands the main topic and explains how ideas are connected to each other to make the general meaning in all texts. 
	The student can determine the meaning of certain words by means of linguistic, indicative and derivational relationships and determines the intention of the speaker in a vague and unclear sentence.
The student has a limited ability to understand the writer’s intention, explores the alternative explanations and understands the main topic of a set of texts.

	The student is not good in determining the meaning of words by means of linguistic, indicative and derivational relationships, cannot identify the speaker’s intention or the nature and place of deliberate ambiguity.

	Level of speaking and listening
	The student can arrange speech clearly, uses classical Arabic suitable to the topic, situation and the recipient with the use of the evidences, personal stories and examples to enrich speech actively and accurately; transforms the written texts to a spoken language in a way in which tone, rhythm, passionate language and the succession of events are transferred;
 can, precisely, identify key points in a speech and distinguish between facts, opinions, beliefs assumptions and claims; understands the tone of speech and the variety in building sentences to understand the speaker’s intention. S/He takes different roles in the conversation. The student uses group discussions to exchange information and uses role play to explore spoken language.
	The student can arrange speech and uses the classical Arabic in a limited way neglecting one of the topic items, situation or recipient with the use of some evidence, personal stories and examples to   enrich speech accurately; transforms the written texts to a spoken language in a limited way that lacks either the tone, rhythm, passionate language or the succession of events items.
The student can determine some of the key points in the conversation, perform simple roles, participate in the discussions to exchange information and participate limitedly in role plays. 
	The student has the ability to arrange his speech in a way not sufficient to develop the topic; often mixes standard Arabic with colloquial Arabic; may neglect most of the topic factors necessary to enrich the speech and  introduces an event incoherently  
The student cannot identify the main points of a conversation, not even one and  hence cannot take roles in group discussions to exchange information.
