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	DESCRIPTION OF QSSC SCORE COMPUTATION

Step 1:

Schools submit internal assessment scores for each subject area to the QSSC Unit.

Step 2:

Internal assessment scores are moderated by the QSSC Unit.

Step 3:

The raw scores for the final exam are gathered by the QSSC Unit through manual hand scoring and electronic scanning.

Step 4:

The final exam raw scores are placed on a scale from 300 – 500 by the QSSC Unit.

Step 5:

The internal assessments moderated score and the external exam scaled score are combined into a single scale from 300 – 500, factoring in the weighting of 40% for the internal assessments and 60% for the external exam.

Step 6:

The combined scores for all subjects are placed on a scale from 700 – 990.
